Bradley Prizes 2013 for Annual Report
Milwaukee’s Lynde and Harry Bradley Foundation awarded its 2013 Bradley Prizes to Fox News Chairman and CEO Roger E. Ailes, former Solicitor General of the United States and partner of Bancroft PLLC Paul D. Clement, President of Purdue University and former Governor of the state of Indiana Mitchell E. Daniels, and National Affairs editor and Hertog Fellow at the Ethics and Public Policy Center Yuval Levin in an inspiring and entertaining ceremony at the John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts in Washington, D.C., on June 12.  The $250,000 prizes recognize and celebrate the honorees’ achievements in areas consistent with the Foundation’s mission – the promotion and defense of liberal democracy, democratic capitalism, and American ideas and institutions at home and abroad.

Roger Ailes is Chairman and CEO of FOX News as well as Chairman of Fox Television Stations.  He also serves as a senior advisor to Rupert Murdoch, Chairman and CEO of the News Corporation, Limited. Recognized by U.S. News and World Report as one of America’s Best Leaders, Mr. Ailes was awarded The Media Institute’s Freedom of Speech Award as well as the Radio and Television News Directors Association First Amendment Leadership Award.  Since joining FOX News in 1996, Mr. Ailes created FOX’s first weekly public affairs show, FOX News Sunday. He also oversaw the creation of FOX News Channel (FNC) and the Fox Business Network. Prior to FOX, Mr. Ailes was President of CNBC.  He also oversaw CNBC’s worldwide expansion to Europe and Asia. In addition, Mr. Ailes was President of America’s Talking, an information talk channel, which later became MSNBC. From 1970 to1992, Mr. Ailes owned Ailes Communications, Inc., a consulting company whose clients included U.S. Presidents,  senators and governors, and Fortune 500 CEOs.  In 1992, he returned full-time to television. He has produced several nationally syndicated television specials, including: the Emmy Award-winning Television and the Presidency; Our Lives and Times; Wizards and Clowns; and The Last Frontier.  In 1991, after the Gulf War, he was Co-Executive Producer of An All-Star Salute to Our Troops, a two-hour entertainment special which aired on CBS. Mr. Ailes is the author of the critically-acclaimed book You Are the Message. He is the recipient of awards from the National Academy of Television Arts and Sciences, Pepperdine University, and the Congressional Medal of Honor Society. In 2008, Mr. Ailes was inducted into the Broadcasting and Cable Hall of Fame.  

Paul Clement is a partner at Bancroft PLLC. Mr. Clement served as the 43rd Solicitor General of the United States from June 2005 until June 2008. Before his confirmation as Solicitor General, he served as Acting Solicitor General for nearly a year and as Principal Deputy Solicitor General for over three years. He has argued over 65 cases before the United States Supreme Court, including McConnell v. FEC; Tennessee v. Lane;  Rumsfeld v. Padilla; Credit Suisse v. Billing; United States v. Booker; MGM v. Grokster; McDonald v. Chicago;  and NFIB v. Sebelius.  Indeed, Mr. Clement has argued more Supreme Court cases since 2000 than any lawyer in or out of government.  He has also argued many important cases in the lower courts, including Walker v. Cheney, United States v. Moussaoui and NFL v. Brady. Mr. Clement is a native of Cedarburg, Wisconsin, and a graduate of the Cedarburg public schools. He received his B.A. degree summa cum laude from the Georgetown University School of Foreign Service, and his M.A. degree in economics from Cambridge University. Mr. Clement graduated magna cum laude from Harvard Law School, where he was the Supreme Court editor of the Harvard Law Review. Following graduation, Mr. Clement clerked for Judge Laurence H. Silberman of the U.S. Court of Appeals for the D.C. Circuit and for Associate Justice Antonin Scalia of the U.S. Supreme Court. After his clerkships, Mr. Clement went on to serve as Chief Counsel of the U.S. Senate Subcommittee on the Constitution, Federalism and Property Rights. He  has been an Adjunct or Visiting Professor at the Georgetown University Law Center since 1998, where he teaches a seminar on the separation of powers. He also serves as a Senior Fellow of the Law Center’s Supreme Court Institute.

Mitchell E. Daniels, Jr. is the 12th president of Purdue University, a position he assumed in January 2013, at the conclusion of his term as Governor of the State of Indiana. He was elected the 49th governor of Indiana in 2004 in his first bid for elected office and re-elected in 2008 to a second and final term, receiving more votes than any candidate for any public office in the state's history. Governor Daniels came from a successful career in business and government, holding numerous top management positions in both the private and public sectors. These included his work as CEO of the Hudson Institute and President of Eli Lilly and Company's North American Pharmaceutical Operations. He also served as Chief of Staff to Senator Richard Lugar, Senior Advisor to President Ronald Reagan and Director of the Office of Management and Budget under President George W. Bush. During his tenure as Indiana’s chief executive, Governor Daniels created the public-private Indiana Economic Development Corporation and the Indiana Office of Management and Budget; led the state to its first balanced budget in eight years; and transformed Indiana’s deficit to surplus. Under his guidance, Indiana enacted  reforms improving the performance of state government as well as the most sweeping education reforms in the nation. In 2012, Indiana became the 23rd Right-to-Work state. Governor Daniels received The Woodrow Wilson National Fellowship Foundation's inaugural Medal for Distinguished Service to Education.  He has also received awards from Princeton University, the Indiana Family Institute, the Manhattan Institute, Ducks Unlimited, Indiana Wildlife Federation, the Weatherby Foundation, and Fiscy Awards Committee.  Governor Daniels is the author of the best-selling book Keeping the Republic: Saving America by Trusting Americans. He earned a B.A. degree from Princeton University and J.D degree from Georgetown University.

Yuval Levin is the founding editor of National Affairs, a quarterly journal of public policy and political thought. He is also the Hertog Fellow at the Ethics and Public Policy Center, where he writes widely on a range of domestic policy issues, politics, culture, science, technology, and political philosophy. Dr. Levin served as a member of the White House domestic-policy staff  under President George W. Bush, working especially on health care and related issues. He was executive director of the President’s Council on Bioethics, the body charged with advising the nation on the moral and policy implications of advances in biotechnology, and he has served as a congressional staffer. Dr. Levin is a senior editor of The New Atlantis magazine and a contributing editor to National Review and The Weekly Standard. His essays and articles have appeared in numerous publications, including the Wall Street Journal, the New York Times, the Washington Post, Commentary, First Things, Time, Newsweek, and others. Dr. Levin is co-editor of the volumes Religion and the American Future and A Time for Governing.  He is the author of Imagining the Future: Science and American Democracy, a study of the social and political implications of the science debates of the last decade, and The Great Debate: Edmund Burke, Thomas Paine, and the Birth of Right and Left. Dr. Levin’s work focuses on the intersection of public policy and political thought, particularly on the ways in which a revival of the principles of the American political tradition could contribute to addressing today’s most pressing national challenges. He holds a B.A. in political science from American University and an M.A. and Ph.D. from the Committee on Social Thought at the University of Chicago.
