IT Meeting with Clement, Terri, Yvonne

Topics discussed:

Newest workstation operating system:  Vista (We may need new hardware to use this, and upgraded servers)

Longhorn (64 bit system) is the latest server operating system.  We would definitely need new hardware (both of which are budgeted for this year.  However, we must check the compatibility of Gifts and other non-standard software currently in use.  

Office 2007 is the latest version; we’re using Office 2000.

Fred Fransen gave Clement the CD containing the Bradley Fellows project in an Access database format.  We still need to determine the intended use of this information before defining reports, and understand how the database will be updated in the future.  Perhaps Clement and Yvonne will take a class on Access.

Orion phones will provide a quote regarding replacing our current TW Cable T-1 line used for Internet access.

Clement found a new software, Baracuda 300, that is a firewall and spam filter.  He will prepare a memo to Terri and Yvonne outlining its features and costs before ordering the trial.  ($47 shipping of trial; $2,000 purchase; $500/yr updates & insurance.)

A date will be set to meet with Masterlink regarding the services they offer (comparable to Tushaus).  Other T-1 providers will also meet with us.

Clement should inform Terri if there are any publications he would like to subscribe to.

Clement found an organization that would be happy to have computers, monitors and other computer equipment we no longer need.  He will list these items and offer them to Bradley staff using the auction drawing method first.  Whatever is left will be given to Family Research Services, who will provide us with a confirmation for our file.

Clement is currently working on:

· He will be coming to each workstation to install the Inmagic updates 

· He will order a UPS device

· He will order a new switch so connections do not need to be piggy-backed
