2015 Implementation & impact sector budget and contemplated recommendations
According to the Foundation’s spending policy, there is $43,740,000 available for all of Bradley’s grantmaking in 2015.  Of this amount, $3,630,000 would need to be allocated for the Sarah Doll Barder funds restricted to gifted education, $8,310,000 would need to be allocated for the Barder Fund, $1,000,000 would need to be deducted for the Bradley Prizes, and $200,000 should be deducted for Director-, staff-, and Bradley Prize Selector-advised contributions.*  Therefore, $30,600,000 would be remaining for the Foundation’s regular grantmaking program.

Since the grantmaking program was restructured into four sectors in 2009, each sector has been allocated an equal, one-quarter portion of this amount.  During its meeting last November, the Board voted to proceed with this practice again in 2015.  If divided equally among the four sectors, then, their  2015 budgets would be $7,650,000, as shown in the FIGURE below.  This would be $45,000 more than the $7,605,000 sector budgets in 2014, or an 0.6% increase, as shown in CHART 1 below.

Hypothetically, were all of these “penciled-in” 2015 recommendations to be approved, there would be an unallocated $310,000 remaining for other grantmaking in this sector, as shown in the same TABLE and in the CHART 2 on the next page.
