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	This thesis examines agency problems in democracy. The first chapter finds that political slack is not used to partisan ends in a Canadian case study. The second finds that changes in policy largely reflect changes in voter preferences in a panel of OECD countries. The third chapter explores implications of expressive voting and suggests that agency problems in democracy should be viewed as second best efficient solutions.
