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	This is a study of the institutional nature of the Federal Reserve System. The effect of a new institution on the term structure of interest rates and market risk is considered first. Next, attention is directed toward the principal-agent relationship between the Federal Reserve and its Congressional and Presidential sponsors in an attempt to assess who is most effective in manipulating monetary policy for their own benefit.
