SASKATOON, SK.  Following their May meeting of College Council, The College of Emmanuel & St. Chad announced this week the appointment of The Reverend Walter A. Hannam as Assistant Professor of Systematic Theology & Anglican Studies.  

Reverend Hannam comes to Emmanuel & St. Chad with several years of teaching experience at Dalhousie University and more recently at Boston College.  

A deacon of the Diocese of Saskatchewan, Reverend Hannam expects to defend his doctoral dissertation at Boston College later this summer.

On behalf of Emmanuel & St. Chad, Dr. Walter Deller, Principal, remarks: “We are delighted to welcome Reverend Hannam to our faculty.  As a specialist in Patristics who also brings considerable expertise in the areas of sixteenth and nineteenth century Anglican theology, he offers invaluable knowledge and will provide an essential element of study to the College.” 

College Council President John Privett, Bishop of Kootenay adds: “I welcome the news of the appointment of a new faculty member for Anglican studies. After the serious possibility that the College might have to close, this represents a new commitment to the future of Anglican theological education at the College of Emmanuel & St. Chad. The Rev. Mr. Hannam will be an outstanding addition to the teaching faculty and his scholarship will be a great asset not only to students and colleagues at the College, but indeed to the wider Anglican Church of Canada.”
Together with the wider Anglican community, the staff and faculty at Emmanuel & St. Chad look forward to the arrival of Reverend Hannam and his wife, who will relocate to Saskatoon from their current residence in the Maritimes in time for the fall academic term.
