Dr. Robinson has valued a broad range of financial instruments, including warrants, swaps, futures options, leveraged derivatives, and currency options. Dr. Robinson has analyzed and evaluated the terms of mergers and acquisitions for various securities fraud and breach of contract matters. She has estimated the economic value of injunctive relief for several class action matters concerning credit card overcharges, including Elliot Schwartz et al. v. Dr. Robinson has also examined numerous issues related to software and the Internet, including start-up financing, software licensing, software distribution, email “spam”, and Internet company valuations.
