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	Marwah argues that the non-random distribution of crime and violence in the suburbs results from the interplay of multiple structures. Using Merton's anomie-and-opportunity structures paradigm, Marwah analyzes environmental factors responsible for differing crime profiles. His work demonstrates how built environments are more consequential for property crimes and socio-economic environments crucial for the location of violent crimes. Lower-status suburbs face problems of lethal violence and non-residential suburbs have higher property crime rates. The findings support linkages between resource deprivation and violent crimes and resource abundance and property crimes. The conclusions advocate localized responses based on contextual understanding and solutions to crime and violence. 
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
