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	     Dr. Eric Susser earned his B.A. from the University of Michigan. He holds an M.A. in English, with an emphasis on the Renaissance, as well as a Ph.D. from the University of Virginia. He specializes in British aestheticism and nineteenth-century intellectual history, and his research focuses on the broader historical currents that contributed to the aesthetic movement in England. His most recent work traces the origins of the aesthetic conception of self in the Darwinian revolution of the mid-nineteenth century. Honorees
Faculty Teaching Award: Eric Susser
Eric Susser joined the Barrett Honors College faculty in 1997. Since that time, Susser has proven himself to be an innovator in course and program development and peer mentoring services. 

Susser teaches several very popular courses with in the Barrett honors curriculum, including “The Artist’s Self: Crossing Critical and Creative Boundaries,” and “Science and the Modern Self” (which finds the intersections between literature, science and modern culture). He also teaches two courses as part of the honor college’s Summer Study Abroad Program in Paris, “The Enlightened Traveler” and “The Art of Decadence.” 

A published author and accomplished writing teacher, Susser brings his artistic expertise to his work with students. He has exhibited prose poems in conjunction with images by artist John Nelson; their most recent work, “shortlived,” was produced in book form in 2006. He has contributed essays on H.G Wells and Aldous Huxley to the Dictionary of 20th Century British Philosophers, and is the author of an adaptation of Shakespeare’s “A Midsummer Night’s Dream” for children, which has been published by Scholastic, Inc.

Susser has mentored more than 30 ASU students on honors theses and independent studies. Students, faculty peers and others have frequently recognized his teaching work as exceptional; he has been honored with the Barrett Honors College Outstanding Honors Faculty designation, nominated for ASU’s Last Lecture Series, and was listed in a student poll by the independent campus newspaper The State Press as one of the Tempe campus’s most popular teachers.
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
