Richard DeMartino is an Assistant Professor of Management and International Business in the College of Business at the Rochester Institute of Technology. He teaches in the fields of New Venture Creation and Business Political Economy. 

Dr. DeMartino's research interests include Corporate Venturing, Clusters & Entrepreneurship, and Entrepreneurial Motivations. He currently works on three research project. The first is a three-year project exploring institutional structures facilitating the commercialization of Radical Innovation (corporate venturing). The project, lead by RPI, involves 12 companies including Kodak, Corning, IBM, 3M, GE, and Shell Chemical. The second is a 25 company study that explores the character and growth potential of the Rochester Photonics Industry. The third project explores how entrepreneurial motivations differ by gender. His articles have appears in a number of journals including the Journal of Business Venturing, Journal of Small Business Management, and the Journal of Innovation and Product Management.
