Linda Freeman is Professor of Political Science specializing in comparative political economy in the South (Asia, Africa and Latin America), African political economy and the political economy of South and southern Africa. She was educated at the University of Toronto, the University of London (U.K.), and the University of British Columbia. She has also taught at York University, Ryerson Polytechnic and the University of Guelph. 
She is the author of a recent book, The Ambiguous Champion: Canada and South Africa in the Trudeau and Mulroney Years, on Canadian involvement in the anti-apartheid struggle since the Second World War; and articles on Canadian foreign policy, the politics of transition in South Africa and Namibia, and Canadian aid policy. She publishes regularly in Southern Africa Report, International Journal, and the Canadian Journal of African Studies. 
Her current research interests are the economic dimensions of post-apartheid South African foreign policy, but she also retains an interest in Canada and Southern Africa, the political economy of contemporary Zimbabwe and South Africa, and more general issues of trade, industrial and aid policy in Africa. 

She has held Research Awards from SSHRC and Carleton University, and a Scholarly Achievement Award from Carleton University. She has testified regularly to parliamentary sub-committees, worked on Africa 2000, a consultative committee for the Minister of State for External Affairs, observed the independence elections in Namibia, and travelled widely in Africa, India, Nepal and Tibet. 

She is a frequent commentator on African affairs for the Canadian media ) television, radio and newspapers. She is a co-founder of the Canadian Research Consortium on Southern Africa (CRCSA).

In April 2006, Dr. Freeman received an award from Canadian Association of African Studies recognizing participation in the profession.
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
