Mr. Reinke came to Santa Margarita Catholic High School after teaching Theological Studies for ten years at the high school level within the Archdiocese of Los Angeles, six of which being at

La Salle High School in Pasadena.  He has experience as a Teacher, Department Chair, Director of Campus Ministries, moderator of numerous clubs and class governments, and head coach of two varsity sports (Boy's Roller Hockey, Girls Swim).

 

He earned both a Bachelor of Arts in American History and a Bachelor of Arts in Liberal Studies, English from Saint John’s Seminary College (1991) where he studied for the priesthood.  After withdrawing from the seminary, Mr. Reinke earned a Master of Arts in Theology with an emphasis in World Religions (2001) and a Certificate in Catholic School Administration (2003), both from Loyola-Marymount University.  While employed by the Archdiocese of Los Angeles, Mr. Reinke received certification for the teaching of Religious Studies at the high school level (2003).

 

In 2002, Mr. Reinke was honored as a Fulbright Memorial Scholar and was invited to Japan as a guest of the Japanese government to study the Japanese educational system and to meet with teachers there. Prior to that, Mr. Reinke was invited by the Christian Brothers of the San Francisco District to work with their religious community in India.  While there, Mr. Reinke worked with orphans and studied the Hindu social classes and philosophies at Saint Joseph’s Boys’ Village outside the village of Genguvarpatti in the southern state of Tamil Nadu (2001).  

 

Mr. Reinke is a member of the Buddhist – Roman Catholic Dialogue of Southern California, Students for a Free Tibet, and the fraternal order of the Knights of Columbus.
