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	Dr. Reichl is the author of Reconstructing Times Square: Politics and Culture in Urban Development (University Press of Kansas, 1999). He has published articles on urban development and housing in Urban Affairs Review, the Journal of Urban Affairs, and the Journal of Affordable Housing and Community Development Law, and he contributed to the edited volume Understanding the City: Contemporary Perspectives in Urban Studies (Blackwell, 2002). Dr. Reichl’s current research examines patterns of socioeconomic change in New York City neighborhoods, and assesses the redevelopment of public housing in Chicago and New Orleans. Like many CUNY students Dr. Reichl is a second-generation American (Bohemian, with a capital “B”). Prior to receiving his Ph.D. from New York University in 1995, Dr. Reichl worked for New York City’s housing department and the Illinois Legislature.
