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I teach a variety of Public Law Courses, like Constitutional Law Powers, Constitutional Law Rights, Law and Social Change, the Graduate Seminar in American Politics and Law, and Moot Court. I am also the pre-law advisor for the Politcal Science department. 

My research is on American Indian politics and the law.

Renee Ann Cramer (PhD from New York University (2001)) is Assistant Professor of Political Science at California State University, Long Beach. 
Her previous work examined the intersections of race and casino gaming in American Indian tribal identity. She is currently working on two projects related to the CRN. The first examines the role of "Friends of the Indian" lawyers, and American Indian lawyers in designing litigation strategies seeking tribal rights ; the second is a study of the extra-legal actions taken by lay midwives in states that outlaw home birth. 
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
