Steven Jones was the Associate Director of the Center and a Permanent Fellow of the Institute for Advanced Studies in Culture. He received his doctorate in sociology from the University of Virginia in May of 2002. A frequent contributor at academic conferences, Mr. Jones has presented papers at the national meetings of the American Sociological Association, the Society for the Scientific Study of Religion, and the Religious Faith and Literary Art Society. His work focuses on the shifting boundaries between public and private life in America, and his dissertation was an historical/comparative account of the debate over sectarian education in American political development. He has published essays on diverse topics, including Alexis de Tocqueville, the Nation of Islam, and the current status of higher education in America. He is currently at work on a book manuscript based on his dissertation, tentatively entitled Schools, Sects, and Citizens: Private Education and American Public Life.

Mr. Jones is currently Assistant Professor of Sociology at Grove City College in Grove City Pennsylvania. Hired as a generalist, he will be working specifically to help develop an emphasis on family and political sociology. 
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
