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At NERA, Dr. David specializes in the valuation of intangible assets and in the estimation of damages for intellectual property litigation, antitrust matters, and other complex business disputes. Dr. David also performs economic impact assessments for a variety of types of government regulation. Dr. David has testified in Federal court as an expert on a number of issues, including commercial damages and economic impact analysis. 

At NERA, Dr. David has conducted valuation analyses for intangible assets in the context of license negotiations, due diligence, insurance placements, and litigation risk assessments. He has researched recent trends in patent litigation and the effects of litigation on patent value. Dr. David has written and spoken frequently on issues related to intellectual property, the calculations of economic damages, and other topics. 

Dr. David also has prepared research on economic issues associated with public utilities and other aspects of regulation. He has prepared testimony for regulatory matters in the electricity and petroleum industries before state and federal utility authorities and has developed analyses that have been presented to competition authorities in the US and abroad. Dr. David has prepared papers on the implications of vertical merger policy, pipeline de-regulation, and the provision of municipal water supplies.
