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Biographical Sketch
Raphael Bostic, Ph.D., joined USC's faculty after spending six years on the staff at the Federal Reserve Board of Governors. He enjoyed a successful tenure at the Fed, having quickly attained the rank of Senior Economist and received a Special Achievement Award in 2000 for his work supporting a Congressional mandate. Professor Bostic has done extensive research on consumer banking issues, with a primary focus on mortgage and small business lending, bank branching patterns, and credit scoring and automated underwriting. While at the Fed, he was responsible for studying and advising on fair lending and discrimination issues. His research on financial markets and institutions has focused on banks in community development, the role and effects of regulation in banking, housing and homeownership, urban economic growth, wage and earnings profiles, affordable housing, and policy analysis. He is currently conducting research on the ways in which the Community Reinvestment Act has influenced the behavior of lenders and credit markets.
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
