Reciprocity Between the Tribes and Dialects of the Slavic Language is a translation of Ján Kollár’s Wechselseitigkeit, with a 60-page introduction “Ján Kollár’s Linguistic Nationalism.” Slavica Press at the University of Indiana. Expected publication in 2007. 

Choosing Slovakia: Slavic Hungary, the Czech Language and Unintended Nationalism is a research monograph based on my dissertation. In the second stage of the review process at Slavica. 

My “second book” is provisionally titled Sartorial Nationalism. Lynn Botelho has expressed interest in publishing as part of the “Gender-Body-Culture” series at Chatto and Windus.
